4. Background Information

The Kick-Off Meeting of RCA-UNDP Project on Promoting and Accelerating Nuclear SPECT/PET Imaging Technologies in the Region was held from 17 to 19 May 2011, at Hilton Hotel, Phuket, Thailand. 

At the meeting, basic training on SPECT/PET imaging science and technology (“Train-the-Trainers”) and on-site training were decided to be held in combination from 8 to 26 August 2011 at Seoul National University Bundang Hospital, Republic of Korea. And it as agreed at the meeting as follows;

4) Mr. Hee-Seung Bom, the chair of ARCCNM agreed to support the project. Experts from ARCCNM will provide lectures on 15th of August 2011.
