

Job Description and Terms and Conditions for
the Director of the RCA Regional Office.



1. (Background)
The RCA Regional Office (hereinafter called the RCARO) was established in the Republic of Korea on 27 March 2002 with a mandate to increase awareness of the RCA and also to promote RCA partnerships. As the host country of the RCARO, the Republic of Korea provides financial support for the operation and management of the RCARO. The Director of the RCARO is responsible for the mandate given by the RCA Member States.
Under the direction of National RCA Representatives and in cooperation with the host Government of the RCARO in Korea, i.e., the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology, the Director of the RCARO is required to contribute to the development of the RCA in general but more specifically of the RCARO, to make efforts towards improving RCA visibility and viability, and to supervise and strengthen the RCARO.

2. (Roles and Functions)
The roles and functions of the Director of the RCARO include: 
a) Seeking out proactively opportunities for the RCA to participate in projects being funded by major regional and international donors, including international agencies in line with the RCA Medium Term Strategy,
b) Negotiating and securing funding for RCA projects in line with the RCA Medium Term Strategy,
c) Implementing the directives of the RCA Member States as agreed upon at the Meetings of National RCA Representatives,
d) Promoting the application of nuclear techniques to assist in addressing regional and national needs, and
e) Providing enhanced visibility of the achievements of the RCA including regional and international fora,
f) Liaising on a regular basis with the RCA Focal Person.

3. (Qualifications)
Essential:
a) Educational background and qualification in science/engineering/technology     fields, preferably nuclear related,
b) More than 15 years of experience either in administration and policy planning or in research and development activities,
c) Significant experience and knowledge of the workings of the RCA and of the IAEA,
d) Good oral and written communication skills in English,
e) Proven record of achievement related to the described assignments,
f) Excellent interpersonal relations and communication skills, and
g) Knowledge in dealing with international organizations, in particular with regard to project design and development.
